A. Americans do not have a national folk dress with a long tradition. Blue jeans are
probably the most recognizable article of American clothing. They have been part of
American life for over 125 years. Blue denim jeans became not only an expression
of American fashion but also an element of American identity known around the

world.

B. Jeans were first designed as trousers for farmers and miners in the states of the
American West. They quickly grew popular with common people, including
cowboys, factory employees and railroad builders. The new trousers were made
from a very strong material which did not wear out easily. However, at the same

time jeans were very practical and comfortable to wear.

C. By the middle of the twentieth century, these heavy cotton trousers had become
a symbol of opposition for young artists and writers. College students started to
wear them to show they were against the Vietnam War. The new trousers were
banned in American schools from coast to coast and sometimes in theatres and

cinemas.

D. Jeans are good because they don't show the dirt. You can easily go a month
without washing them and they don't look shocking. They don't need to be washed
as often as other trousers and you don't need to iron them. What's more, because of
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the strong material you can wear your favorite jeans for years. Even the occasional
hole or spot doesn’t spoil them at all.

E. In the 30s and 40s many people began to spend their spare time watching movies
where adventurous cowboys rode horses, fought bad guys and wore blue jeans. The
actors made jeans popular in movies and everyone wanted to wear them. Young
people wished to imitate the casual “cowboyish” look they saw in films, and they
began to wear jeans as casual wear.

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Nancy Bird Walton was a pioneering Australian airvoman. In the 1930s, rejecting
the traditional role of females of her time, she became a fully qualified pilot. She
was only 19 at the time.

Nancy Bird wanted to fly almost as soon as she could walk. In 1933, at the age of
18, her passion drove her to take flying lessons. Sir Charles Kingsford Smith, who
was the first man to fly across the mid-Pacific, had just opened a pilots' school near
Sydney, and she was among his first pupils. Most women learnt to fly for fun, but
Nancy planned to fly for a living.

Using a legacy of 200 pounds from a great aunt plus money loaned by her father,
Nancy bought her first aircraft, a Gipsy Moth. Soon after, Nancy and her friend
Peggy McKillop took off on a tour, landing at country fairs and giving rides to
people who had never seen an aircraft before, let alone a female pilot. Whilst
touring. Bird met Reverend Stanley Drummond. He wanted her to set up a flying
medical service in New South Wales. In 1935, Nancy was hired to operate the
service. Nancy’s own Gipsy Moth was used as an air ambulance. Soon she was able
to buy a better-equipped aircraft, and she began covering more and more distant
territory. She told others that it was rewarding but lonely work.

During World War 11, Nancy trained women in skills needed to help the men flying
in the Royal Australian Air Force. She was 24 when she married an Englishman,
Charles Walton, with whom she had two children. In 1950, Nancy founded the
Australian Women Pilots' Association (AWPA). In the following decades she
received many honors.

One of her last interviews was for the feature length documentary film Flying
Sheilas which provided a unique insight into her life along with seven other
Australian female pilots. In all her years of flying, Nancy was never involved in an
accident despite the great risks involved in the early years of aviation.

Online social networking is a 21st century phenomenon. Today, in the second
decade of the century, internet service is widely available throughout the world and
relatively affordable (even if someone doesn’t have his or her own computer,
internet cafes are everywhere). This has made it possible for online social
networking to become a central part of many people’s lives.

Though not the first service, Facebook is probably the most famous and most widely
used of all the services. By July 2011, Facebook had more than 750 million active
users. Facebook was launched in 2004 by Mark Zuckerberg and several of his
college roommates and fellow students at Harvard University in the United States.
The site allows “friends” to share what they’re doing at any single moment, play
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games, post photos, and wish each other Happy Birthday. For many people, it’s hard
to imagine what life was like before Facebook.

But of course Facebook is not the only social networking site. A number of
countries have developed their own sites, for example Vkontakte in Russia. By early
2011, Vkontakte had around 135 million accounts. The site was launched in 2006 by
Pavel Durov, a graduate of St. Petersburg State University. Vkontakte is quite
similar to Facebook but has one advantage: it uses a special technology allowing
users to share larger files. Unfortunately, Vkontakte has had repeated problems with
spam.

There is no doubt that social networking is here to stay. But not everyone agrees
about its benefits to society. Academic researchers are now studying how these sites
are influencing important areas of society, such as identity, privacy, youth culture
and education. The technology continues to develop, with “real-time web” and GPS
tracking making it possible to locate our friends, and be located, anytime, anywhere.
Of course, this information may also become known to marketers and hackers.

Like anything, social networking can be used for either good or bad. Sadly, online
bullying is relatively common (this is when one person spreads cruel or untrue
stories about another person). But on a more positive note, social networking tools
have played an important role in international political events. In the winter of 2011,
young Egyptians used Facebook and other services to plan their protests and share
news not only with each other, but with the world.

The Geffrye Museum in London

There are lots of various museums in the world. The museum we want to
acquaint you with is quite unique. In the United Kingdom it is the only
museum which specialises in furniture and domestic interiors of town houses.
(1) the Geffrye Museum. The Geffrye is one of the most friendly and
enjoyable museums in London. Situated in the east of the capital, the museum

A. Water is the most important resource for mankind. It is a condition for all
life on our planet, a factor for any social and technological development, a possible
source of welfare or misery, cooperation or conflict. 97 percent of it is undrinkable
because it’s saltwater. Only 3 percent of the world’s water supply is fresh water, and
77 percent of that is frozen. Of the 23 percent that is not frozen, only a half a percent
Is available to supply everyone with all the water they need to survive.

B. Natural disasters like earthquakes, tornados, hurricanes and other types of
incidents can disrupt drinking water and wastewater systems. Water consumers,
water and wastewater utilities, and private well and septic owners should be
informed on what to do in emergency. It is important to be prepared because
drinking water and wastewater disruptions can directly threaten your health, the
health of your family, and the health of your community.

active you are and where you live.

The British on holiday

In the nineteenth century, railways were built from the big industrial cities like
Leeds and Manchester to seaside towns like Blackpool and Scarborough. For the
first time, ordinary working people could visit the seaside. They used to take day-
trips on Sundays and special days like Easter. Traditionally, people sat in deckchairs
on the beach, swam in the sea, and ate fish and chips. Children could watch ‘Punch
and Judy’ puppet shows, build sandcastles and ride donkeys on the beach.

In the 1950s, the first package holidays were launched. Throughout the 60s and
70s, the British increasingly began to abandon the traditional seaside holiday in
favour of sunshine and warmer seas in countries like Spain and Greece. Caravan and
camping holidays also became popular in the 60s and 70s as car ownership
increased.

In the 1990s, budget airlines like easyJet slashed the cost of air tickets to many
European destinations. Long-haul flights also came down in price, so holidays to
exotic destinations in Australia and Asia became affordable to ordinary families. A
growing number of people began to book their own flights and accommodation and,
as a result, the package holiday market declined.

The holiday habits of the British are continuing to change. Increasing levels of
affluence mean that, for many families, a second foreign holiday — often a winter
skiing holiday — is possible.

City breaks are also growing in popularity, and not only to nearby destinations
— Las Vegas, Dubai and Cape Town are all favourites for long weekends. And
independent travel is becoming more and more popular as the Internet allows
holidaymakers to find the best deals online.
